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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

CAMBODIA COUNTER TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS




PREAMBLE

WHEREAS Trafficking in persons remains a challenge that continues to negatively impact well-being,
safety, rights, and dignity of the Cambodian people.

WHEREAS The National Committee for Counter Trafficking (hereinafter referred to as NCCT ), the
national multi-sectoral mechanism of Cambodia in charge of counter-trafficking efforts,
has expressed its desire to collaborate with Winrock International to address the root
causes of trafficking, advocate and protect vulnerable populations from trafficking and
abuse, prevent at-risk populations from risky migration, and assist the Royal Government
of Cambodia (RGC) in reforms needed to effectively combat trafficking and support
victims.

WHEREAS Winrock International embarks upon a project entitled ‘Cambodia Counter Trafficking in
Person’, hereinafter referred to as CTIP, to enhance national and local strategies
implementation to prevent trafficking in persons; strengthen protection system and
implementation for victims; increase accountability for perpetrators; and to establish and
improve partnership to address trafficking in persons.

WHEREAS NCCT and Winrock International need to co-operate in addressing the recommendations
for Cambodia stated in the United States Department of State’s Trafficking in Persons
report and working towards improving the effectiveness of counter-trafficking measures.

ARTICLE 1
Objective

This Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) aims to increase cooperation between NCCT
and Winrock International through CTIP to contribute to enhancing counter-trafficking efforts and
improving the effectiveness of counter-trafficking measures in Cambodia.

ARTICLE 2
Responsibilities of the National Committee for Counter Trafficking

In order for the implementation of this MoU to be successful and highly effective, the
National Committee for Counter Trafficking (NCCT) has agreed as follows:
- Allow Winrock International to carry out its activities in accordance with the laws and
regulations of Cambodia.
- Cooperate with Winrock International to discuss the development of a collaborative action
plan so that the implementation of CTIP activities is in consistent with the national
strategic plan of the NCCT.




Coordinate and allow Winrock International to engage with all the ministries, institutions
and specialized agencies that are members of the NCCT as well as the NCCT General
Secretariat, according to the agreed plan, in order to achieve the objective stated under
Article 1 of this MoU.

Coordinate and allow Winrock International to engage in the development and
improvement of policies, laws and regulations that contribute to improving Cambodia’s
efforts to combat trafficking in persons.

Coordinate and allow Winrock International to engage in research; study; survey to collect
lessons learned, best practices and challenges on Cambodia’s efforts to combat trafficking
in persons; and to disseminate the findings thereof to counter-trafficking stakeholders in
Cambodia.

Coordinate with Municipal and Provincial Committees for Counter Trafficking (M/PCCTs) in
the target areas (Phnom Penh, Koh Kong, Preah Sihanouk, Battambang, Banteay
Meanchey, Siem Reap, Kampong Cham, and Prey Veng) to engage in the activities of
Winrock International through CTIP and to report the achieved results to the NCCT.

Share experiences and the achievements to counter-trafficking stakeholders at national
and sub-national levels for the purpose of improving the effectiveness of counter-
trafficking efforts.

ARTICLE 3

Responsibilities of Winrock International

Winrock International has the responsibilities as follow:

Winrock International shall manage the fund supported by the United States Agency for
International Development for the purpose of effective implementation of all the activities
under CTIP and shall comply with Laws and Regulations of Cambodia, and Winrock shall
not allow its staff to participate in any activity that could be harmful to national security,
national unity, culture and tradition of Cambodia.

The target areas for CTIP activities implementation are Phnom Penh, Koh Kong, Preah
Sihanouk, Battambang, Banteay Meanchey, Siem Reap, Kampong Cham, and Prey Veng.
Winrock International shall implement all agreed activities in a humanitarian manner to
enhance national and local strategies implementation to prevent trafficking in persons;
strengthen protection system and implementation for victims; increase accountability for
perpetrators; and to establish and improve partnership to address trafficking in persons in
accordance with National Strategic Plan for Counter Trafficking in Persons and its policies

upholding the principles of cooperation according to Cambodia’s laws.




Shall engage in the development and improvement of policies, laws and regulations that
contribute to improving Cambodia’s efforts to combat trafficking in persons.

Shall engage in research; study; survey to collect lessons learned, best practices and
challenges on Cambodia’s efforts to combat trafficking in persons; and disseminate the
findings thereof to counter-trafficking stakeholders in Cambodia.

Shall engage with Municipal and Provincial Committees for Counter Trafficking (M/PCCTs)
in the target areas (Phnom Penh, Koh Kong, Preah Sihanouk, Battambang, Banteay
Meanchey, Siem Reap, Kampong Cham, and Prey Veng) in the implementation of agreed
activities and in reporting the achieved results to the NCCT on an annual basis.

Engage in other necessary activities and events organized by the NCCT for counter-
trafficking purpose.

Attend regular meetings organized by the municipal and provincial secretariats in target
areas and meetings organized by the NCCT to share information or data on progress,
experience and achievements made.

Shall only engage in activities for the purpose of protection of migrant workers’ rights and

benefits and other humanitarian activities as allowed by the NCCT for the sake of social

wellbeing and public benefits.

Shall not engage in any political activities.

Shall notify the NCCT in written format about any changes regarding CTIP office address or
CTIP Chief of Party.

Project summary is mentioned in Annex.

ARTICLE 4
Dispute Resolution

All differences arising between NCCT and Winrock International related to the
interpretation or implementation of the MoU shall be resolved amicably through peaceful negotiation
between both parties.

ARTICLE 5
Final Provision

This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into effect on the date of signing by both
parties and shall remain effective for three (3) years and can be extended upon agreement between
both parties.

This Memorandum of Understanding can be terminated by either party in form of written
notice. The termination shall take effect sixty (60) days following the date of written notice to the
other party.




This Memorandum of Understanding is done in duplicate in Khmer and English. All texts
shall be equally authentic. In case of any divergence of interpretation, the Khmer text shall prevail.
