Preamble

The National Committee for Counter Trafficking has expressed its desire as stated in
this Memorandum of Understanding that Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia
has contributed to humanitarian activities for social welfare through prevention and
improvement of the respect for children’s rights and ensuring that children in the

Kingdom of Cambodia are under protection.

The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia and the National Committee for
Counter Trafficking mutually cooperated in preventing human trafficking, exploitation

and sexual abuses on children in the Travel and Tourism.

For highly effective response actions, the Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia
and the National Committee for Counter Trafficking through national and sub-national

level mechanisms coordinate with the following specific activities:

Project objectives: To prevent Sexual Exploitation of Children in Travel and Tourism (SECTT).

Implementation of project activities:

1. Government coordinates efforts of multi-stakeholders for the prevention of and response to

SECTT in country.




. Government institutions relevant to criminal justice system have capacity to undertake child-
centric investigations for better protection of SECTT victims and SECTT witnesses
throughout the criminal justice process.

. Child victims have access to appropriate support services through better coordination
between NGOs, police, court and government agencies.

. Communities monitor and prevent SECTT risks in their communities.

Section II
The responsibilities of the National Committee for Counter Trafficking

As follows:

Article 1:  Authorize the Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia to carry out its operation

according to the laws and regulations of the Kingdom of Cambodia.

Article 2:  Provide coordination to the National Committee for Counter Trafficking in the capital
and provincial branches in collaborating with relevant partner organizations of the Terre
des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia to convene a meeting with the Technical
Working Group on the prioritization of Sexual Exploitation of Children in Travel and

Tourism in its concrete action plans.

Article 3:  Coordinate with relevant multi-stakeholders in responding to the preventions of and

response to Sexual Exploitation of Children in Travel and Tourism (SECTT).

Section 111

The responsibilities of the Terre des hommes Netherlands in Cambodia

As follows:

Article 4: The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia is funded by the donors in the

regulations of the Kingdom of Cambodia and forbids its agents to involve in any actions

that may hamper the safety, stability and social order or other actions that could

undermine the national security, national unity, culture and traditions of the Cambodian

people.

The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia undertakes every humanitarian
activity to help the victims and vulnerable children in accordance with its action plans

and policies by adhering to the principles of cooperation in accordance with the law.

The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia shall strengthen the partnership with
the National Committee for Counter Trafficking through partners’ implementing
actions, provides information to targeted areas in facilitating information exchanges
between the sub-national and the national level in relation to the implementation
activities and submits quarterly, and annual reports on its activities, accomplishment

and challenges to the National Committee for Counter Trafficking.

The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia only involve in actions to prevent
child sexual exploitation and abuses, which has been cooperated by the National
Committee for Counter Trafficking for the benefits of the victims and vulnerable
children. Avoiding profit based activities and political activities that do not serve the
humanitarian goals and assistants to the victims and vulnerable children as declared by

the Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia.

The Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Cambodia shall notify the National Committee
for Counter Trafficking in written of any change regarding the address of an appointed

representative or country director of the organization.

Section IV

Final Provision




Article 9:  Any dispute between the National Committee for Counter Trafficking and the Terre des
hommes Netherlands in Cambodia arising out of the implementation and interpretation
this Memorandum of Understanding shall be settled amicably by consultation or

negotiation between both parties.

Article 10: This Memorandum of Understanding shall be terminated by either party after the period

of 60 days of its notification in written to another party.

Article 11: This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force when both parties sign and

valid for 2 years and can be extended by both parties’ consensus.

Article 12: This MOU is written in duplicate, in Khmer and English, both texts are equally

authentic.
